2. Legal Compliance: Gifts must comply with all applicable laws and regulations.
3. Unrestricted vs. Restricted Gifts:
· Unrestricted Gifts: Preferred, as they allow flexibility to allocate funds where needed most.
· Restricted Gifts: Accepted if the donor's intent aligns with our mission and programs. Restrictions must be documented in writing.

· These gifts must be reviewed and approved by the Board of Directors or its designated committee.
